What a year this has been, with successive waves of lockdown
and uncertainty affecting every area of our lives, with literary
events no exception. Since | stepped into the role of Executive
Director of HKILF in April, this has often seemed like an
exceptionally challenging time to plan a literary festival, let
alone a 20th anniversary with a remit to expand and build on
past success.

Of course, there have been some upsides to slowing down
and spending more time at home, (not least the chance to
read more books!), and we have all adapted our working,
social and cultural lives to the new realities. For us at HKILF,
this has meant re-imagining what a literary festival could
and should look like. Thanks to the generous participation of
authors around the world and partners here in Hong Kong, as
well as the rapid development of virtual event platforms, we
have been able to curate a hybrid programme that offers the
best of all worlds.

Our 20th festival delivers a wealth of literary talent, great
thinkers, thought-provoking discussion, laughter and learning,
with the flexibility for you, our audience, to choose how and
when you want to engage. You can choose to watch a book
talk at home at your own convenience, or come out to mix,
mingle, and hear a panel discussion in lively company. You
can join an event as it streams online and put your questions
to the speakers, or catch it at a later time that suits you better.

As befits a Hong Kong Festival, we are truly multi-lingual this
year, with events in Cantonese or Mandarin as well as English.
Some events will have simultaneous interpretation and all
our online events will be uploaded 24 hours after broadcast
with added subtitles: Chinese subtitles for English language
events and English subtitles for Chinese language events. All
our online events will remain available throughout the festival
period, and for a week afterwards until 22 November.

Accessibility is a key theme of our 20th edition, via event
format, language and also pricing. Twenty of our 75 events are
free of charge, ticketed online events cost only $50 and live
events only $100 to $150, with 90-minute writing workshops
priced at $200. We hope that this means more people than
ever will hear and meet authors they love and engage with
new books, ideas and conversations.

We acknowledge with thanks the ongoing support of the
Standing Committee on Language Education and Research
and a new grant from the Arts Development Council. This year
we are delighted to run an event series in partnership with
Asia Society Hong Kong Centre, featuring local and regional
authors, and to work closely with consulates and cultural
partners. Our thanks and appreciation to the Consulate
General of the US in Hong Kong and Macao; the Italian
Cultural Institute; the Consulates General of Ireland, Mexico,
Australia and Canada; the Goethe Institut; the Korean Cultural
Centre and the Kwang Hwa Cultural Centre, as well as One
City One Book, India by the Bay, Hong Kong Writers Circle,
Hong Kong Stories, Peel Street Poets, Spill Stories and the
many others who have played a role in bringing this festival to
life. Particular thanks to our book selling partner, Bookazine,
who have worked tirelessly to order all the festival books and
make them available to order online, and to our venue partner
Tai Kwun.

Please browse these pages and see what you find - no
matter what your tastes and interests, there is something for
everyone. From literary giants to debut authors, the heart of a
festival lies in the intimate conversations that invite audiences
into a writer’s inner life. Whether you watch from home or in
person, | hope you will experience many of those magical
‘aha’ moments, when a reading, an interaction or an inspired
answer to a thoughtful question leads you to see something
in a new light.

In an age of rising populism, how can journalists hold
authoritarian governments to account and stay safe
while doing so? Hannah Lucinda Smith, author of
Erdogan Rising, has been the Times correspondent
in Turkey and Syria for nearly a decade, and has
reported on popular protests, civil wars and political
repression. Turkey is the world’s biggest jailer of
journalists, and President Erdogan has launched
an escalating crackdown on free speech. In this
workshop, Smith explains how to weigh the risks of
reporting in repressive environments, how to dig
beneath the surface of secretive governments - and
why it is vital that professional journalists continue to
report in these countries.
